The fact that for the mast part aur clients, year after year, even some from the
founding, regularly placed their axdens with ws, confivms cur tuust that we have
succeeded in this. Und now evenything beaten dewn and demalishied. Why?
Because of cur misdeeds ? Ne, only because we are the children of our dear
parents and grandparents! Yet still we feep cur fiead high, sustain cur desite
te work, and our thivst for life is undiminishied.
